All entries should be current, original and
the work of the entrant. Prints must be of high quality.
Entrants should be 18 and over or students in high school.

General Diplay Information: All photography must be ready
to hang, suitably framed, under glass using picture-hanging
wire securely attached—no sawtooth hangers. The
maximum image size is 11" x 14" - minimum image size

is 8" x 10”. The maximum frame size should not exceed

16" x 20",

Judging: Judges will be looking for creativity and originality.
They will also consider the form and feel of the image, the

techniques that were used, the presentation, and the
composition along with technical considerations,
composition, lighting, and impact of the image.

Entry Specifications: You may enter two (2) total images.
Entry fee is $5.00 per image. (No entry fee for high school
students.) Artists are encouraged to offer their work for sale.
Should you agree, on the Entry Form there is a place fo
indicate the price of each piece, otherwise mark NFS. If a
piece sells, 65% will go to the artist and 35% will go to the
Carroll County Arts Center. Photographers will be paid
within 30 days after the close of the show.

Prizes: Cash prizes for 1%, 24 and 3, People’'s Choice
and Best Student will be awarded.
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By agreeing to sell your photograpy you agree to the terms of the commission stated above.
